Fabulous tirst impressions

From the exterior to the entry, this Massachusetts home wel-

comes visitors in high style. “It’s a Shingle-style house in
Georgian clothing,” says architect Marcus Gleysteen, who
led the addition and renovation project, taking the home's
original Georgian bones and dressing them to create a
dynamic, eye-catching facade and a flowing, straightfor-
ward floor plan more characteristic of Shingle style.

“We didn't follow the rigid symmetry of Georgian style,
Gleysteen says. “We used brick like a skin and added whim-
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sical, picturesque, Shingle-style details, such as the arches
and the salt-and-pepper stair towers.”

To prevent the home from looking like a massive brick
wall, wood elements were included. “We used wood trim pi-
lasters and other details to break down the scale and achieve
a classical look,” project architect Greg Legault says.
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From its regal exterior, a prominent porch leads to a
bumped-out entry with the home’s original front door and
leaded glass on three sides. The mahogany-paneled main
hall, which serves as a favorite spot during the homeowners’
frequent large gatherings, flows to the first of two stairways
to the upper level. Balusters and newels were custom-
designed. “We looked to Monticello for inspiration in the
stair hall, as well as to one particular older home in the area,
which had three different types of stair rail balusters that
repeated,” interior designer Cynthia Deysher says.

A beautiful arched window floods the main stair hall
with light, making it a perfect spot to hang art—in this case,
paintings by artist Ben Austrian. Underfoot, a warm Santos
mahogany floor in a herringbone pattern draws compli-

ments from guests.
